fretboard string instrument neck display for EADG GCEA BEADG EADGBE, edit step follow on record, a
jump and up button, arpeggio (skip lines) with 4 modes in the options, window size, button size, chord
complexity level, scroll valuebox.. and the inversion state working with keyboard keys from the
preferences.

2a. How do Il install ChordLord?

Download the ChordLord .xrnx file to your computer.

Open the ChordLord.xrnx file (associated with Renoise by the Renoise installer)

or drag-and-drop the tool into an open Renoise window.

The tool filename (should have / has) a .xrnx extension to make it loadable by Renoise.

in Renoise, menu Tools... will show the ChordLord tool to open by clicking it in the menu.

2b. How do I uninstall ChordLord / the previous MoreChordGun / ChordGun?

in Renoise, go to menu Tools... Tool Browser.
select the tool.
click the Uninstall button.

2c. How do | enable OSC server?

ChordLord can preview clicked chords via the enabled OSC server.

in Renoise, go to menu Edit... Preferences... and select the OSC tab.
check the mark at Enable OSC Server. (make sure the Port is set to 8000)
Your firewall will display a message “OK to permit Renoise?”
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2d. How do | set the firewall for OSC server on Windows?

Windows firewall will display a message “OK to permit Renoise?” on enabling the OSC server. You can say
"No", this will also work. Below are instructions how to set it up.

In your firewall, only allow Renoise in the “Private” domain (your local computer).

To make sure the rule is set to only connect from
your computer / the private domain, in Windows 10:

open the Start menu, type Firewall, open the Firewall settings

* click " Advanced settings " at the left list.

at the Incoming set of rules on the top left

seek up the rules for TCP and UDP of Renoise (if you have already allowed it)

or create a New rule (right top) twice,

* one for protocol TCP

* and one for protocol UDP

for the Program of Renoise.exe to Allow the program to have incoming connectivity.

* open the properties of the incoming TCP rule for Renoise (double click the rule or right-click,
properties)

at the tab Advanced of the rule

at the top section Profiles, only check the “Private” and click " Apply " " OK ".

* open the properties for the incoming UDP rule for Renoise (double click the rule or right-click,
properties)

at the tab Advanced of the rule

at the top section Profiles, only check the “Private” and click " Apply " " OK ".

* You may need to restart Renoise for the firewall rules to be set in place.



2e. How do | use the keyboard with ChordLord?

The ChordLord interface, when in focus,

can be computer keyboard controlled:

- Page Up, Page Down: Scroll through chord buttons.

- Cursor Up, Down: Change Scale Type (Major, Minor, etc.).
- Cursor Left, Right: Change Scale/Root/Tonic note.

- Keyboard piano keys: Change Scale/Root/Tonic note.

A enables AZERTY keyboard control to change Scale/Root/Tonic note.
Q enables QWERTY keyboard control to change Scale/Root/Tonic note.

ChordLord can also be controlled with keyboard keys
used when the Renoise pattern editor has focus:

in Renoise, open menu Edit... Preferences... and go to the Keys tab.
in the Search box, type chordlord, or the name of your language version.
set the keyboard keys for ChordLord.

Make sure there are no other assignments before clicking Assign, or the old assignment will be gone.

- The last clicked chord in each column can be quickly accessed with the “Insert Scale Chord” 1 to 7
shortcut keys.

- The inversion can be in/decremented with shortcut keys.

- You can go up and down in the list of chords with set keys for increment and decrement chord type.
- The scale and root (tonic note) can be incremented and decremented with shortcut keys.



2f. How do | use ChordLord?
make sure you have the latest version installed (visit the links in section 1. Download links):

* open Renoise with ChordLord installed (see 1.)
* select an instrument to use on the right panes top in Renoise
* select a default velocity and octave on the top of the Renoise window

* select (optionally) Pattern Block Loop with [Numpad ENTER] for live jamming

* select your Edit Step for with Record enabled

* in Renoise from menu Tools... click ChordLord.

* click the Options button in ChordLord to see the Options and more information
* focus the cursor to the Renoise Pattern Editor and enable Record mode [ESC]

* enable or disable play cursor follow

* click any chord in ChordLord, and it will go to the pattern with the selected instrument and default
velocity.

* enable the OSC Server in Renoise (see 2c. and 2d. ) and disable Record mode and any chord clicked will
be previewed with the selected instrument with default velocity.

* The “jump” and “jump up” button can be used to not enter a chord but skip the editing cursor to a
number of lines set as Edit Step in the Renoise pattern editor.

* The “arpeggio” checkbox in the options will skip the number of lines set as Edit Step in Renoise
between the notes. This only works with Play Cursor Follow disabled.

3a. The root note
Choose the root note for the Scale to be used to create all Chord buttons displayed.
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3b. The scale
Choose the scale to be used to create all Chord buttons displayed.

3c. Jump and Jump Up
These buttons can be used to navigate down and up in the Pattern Editor,
without entering chord. The amount of lines can be set in Renoise, Edit Step.




3d. Scroll
Use the scroll valuebox to scroll in the list of displayed Chord buttons.
Right-click the scroll valuebox in/decrement knobs to scroll big steps (advance 10).

3e. Window Size
Adjust the number of Chord buttons vertically displayed in the window.

Window size: 4 F 15

3f. Button Size
Adjust the vertical height of all Chord buttons.

Button size: 4 F 05

3g. Chord Complexity level
Choose between 4 levels of selected Chord types for Chord buttons.
Level 0 is only the basic chords and a single note added.
Level 3 is all of the possible chords.
Chord complexity: 4 * 03

3h. Inversion

Choose the inversion of the Chord,
making all lower notes higher (positive)
or all higher notes lower (negative).

Inversion: 4 F 080



3i. Chord buttons
The Chord buttons will change when you change Scale or root note for the Scale.
See 3a. and 3b.

Clicked Chord buttons

* Will go to the pattern with Renoise Record mode On.

This can optionally be done with an arpeggio, see 30. Options: arpeggio (skip lines)
* Can be previewed with Renoise OSC Server On and Record mode Off.

See topic 2c. and 2d. for information about enabling the OSC server.

The chords are colored per Complexity level, showing how much (partly exciting) tension, to later
resolve, a chord will create with the extra notes in the chord.
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3j. Options
The Options can be made visible with the Options button.

options:

insert note offs

rmodal mixture

3k. Options: insert Note-off

When enabled, a Note-off will be added to the pattern editor.

This will stop previous notes triggered in the pattern from continueing and
start the instruments' release, if any.



3L. Options: modal mixture
Choose an additional scale, next to the Scale in 3b.
More Chord buttons will be available and appear in their list.

3m. Options: all chords
Display all possible (235) Chords on buttons at the bottom after those in set Scale (see 3b. ) and optional
modal mixture (see 3L. ) on the list of Chord Buttons.

3n. Options: add extra note

Adds an additional (extra) note to the chord or arpeggio. This can be used for bass notes, or extra
voicings with the existing chord, or sometimes selecting instrument play mode (for guitar string
variations).



30. Options: arpeggio (skip lines)
The arpeggio will follow the set Renoise Edit Step in its timing.

It can also be used with Note-offs by enabling Options: insert Note-off (see 3k. ).
There are 4 arpeggio modes to choose from, to select after enabling the arpeggio.
The arpeggio only works for entering notes in the Renoise Pattern Editor.
- Up + Extra - will enter the chord upwards and then the extra note
- Extra + Up - will enter the extra note and then the chord upwards
- Extra + Down - will enter the extra note and then the chord downwards
- Down + Extra - will enter the chord downwards and then the extra note

3p. Displayed Chords

All Chords clicked are displayed on top of the window.

Their short chord notation,

the notes in the chord,

the full pronunciation of each element with # for sharp, b for flat.
In the example below is a variation of a B Chord:

B7susdb5#9b13

B minor seventh suspended fourth diminished fifth augmented ninth diminished thirteenth

3q. fretboard string instrument neck display for EADG GCEA BEADG EADGBE
New since v4.02.235 is a fretboard string instrument neck display on the left side.

The fretboard panel on the left side can be hidden and opened with the small button on the left side of
the Scale selection.

'

On the fretboard is a String selector to choose between 4-EADG, 4-GCEA, 5-BEADG or 6-EADGBE string
instruments. The fretboard will change after you select the Strings setup, and display each fret position
highlighted after pressing one of the chord buttons (see section 3i. Chord Buttons).

Strings: &-EADGEBE




The fretboard is displayed up to the 36th fret. Below is an image for the 6-EADGBE String setup, after
clicking a C Major chord.

Strings: B-EADGEE

Sometimes, on higher octaves or inversion selected, the first open string note (at fret 0) is not lit. When
you change to a lower octave in Renoise or inversion in ChordLord, the first open string note (at fret 0)
will be highlighted as well.

Inversior: 4 F 08

The 36th fret is never highlighted, only when the open string is not highlighted where it could be.
